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FREE FALL BALTIMORE GRANT PROGRAM 2006 

Grants up to $30,000 to be available to arts organizations

Mayor Martin O’Malley and the Baltimore Office of Promotion & The Arts announce Free Fall Baltimore, a project of the Creative Baltimore Fund.  As part of the new arts initiative designed to make art and culture more accessible to area residents and visitors, $750,000 from the city of Baltimore will be made available as grants to nonprofit organizations and cultural institutions.  Organizations can apply for grant awards ranging from $1,000 to $30,000 to help underwrite free arts programming in the fall of 2006.

To be eligible for a Free Fall Baltimore grant, a program must: take place during Arts & Humanities Month in October and/or November of 2006 in Baltimore City; provide outreach and access to young adults, families or underserved audiences; include stated plan for audience development; be free of charge and open to the general public; and free admission is not contingent on any purchase.

In order to assist with completing the grant application process, a special workshop will take place Thursday, June 8 from 8:30am to 10:30am at the Tremont Grand, Baltimore’s newest meeting and banquet facility.  Grant applications must be submitted by Friday, June 30.  The recipients will be announced the week of July 17.


The Creative Baltimore Fund was established in 2005 from the General Fund surplus to support cultural arts and humanities programs.  During its inaugural year, the Creative Baltimore Fund focused on efforts on expanding cultural programs for children. Last year, the program awarded 52 grants to organizations which focused on family and children oriented projects.  Recipients included Art on Purpose, Arena Players, CityLit Project, Young Audiences of Maryland, Fells Point Creative Alliance and the Baltimore Theater Project.
